In addition to Palm Beach International Airport, there are several
regional airports. Backing all these facilities are aviation services
companies providing vital operational support. Palm Beach County is
also receiving international attention and acclaim for its wide ranging
high- tech focus and knowledge-based economic development efforts.

Palm Beach International Airport serves commercial and private aircraft and air cargo services.
PBI serves approximately 7 million passengers each year. There are approximately 18 commercial and
community airlines operating out of the airport.

North Palm Beach County Airport isa general aviation airport located 12 miles north of PBI. The
airport is owned by Palm Beach County and operated by the Palm Beach County Airports Department.

Palm Beach County Park Airport isa general aviation airport located in Lantana, 6 miles south of
PBI. It is also commonly referred to as the Lantana Airport. The airfield is home to 380 aircraft.
Lantana averages 38y flights per day, 69% of which are local aviation. 31% are transient flights with
the remainder being air taxi and military flights. The airport counts more than 4o aviation businesses
and flight schools.

Palm Beach County Glades Airportis a general aviation airport located in Pahokee, 35 miles west
of PBI. Glades Airport is the county’s designated general aviation recreational and sport flying airport.
The airport is also designated for parachute operations. The airport is located in the western portion of
Palm Beach County and is located adjacent to Lake Okeechobee.

Boca Raton Airport is publicly-owned and is designated as a general aviation transport facility
governed by a seven member Authority appointed by the City of Boca Raton and Palm Beach County
Commission. There are two full service Fixed Base Operators (FBO's) located at the Airport.

Research and Development Industrial Parks in Palm Beach County have existing facilities as
well as “Shovel Ready” land for all types of a/a/e uses.

Aerospace, Aviation & Engineering (a/a/e) companies in Palm Beach County enjoy strong
support from public and private organizations and access to a highly skilled, diverse
workforce. For example, an abundance of quality training programs for both commercial and
general aviation is available with simulation training bays and flight safety concentrations.
Additionally, well respected educational institutions attract research dollars and consistently
produce an impressive number of graduates that add to the quality of highly educated,
highly skilled workers.

Collaborations between private industry and educational partners ensure a strong workforce
available to the a/a/e industry. Palm Beach County is home to five universities including
Florida Atlantic University (FAU), Lynn University and Palm Beach State College.

FAU'’s engineering and computer science departments graduate more than 2,500 students each year.
FAU’s Center for Innovation Leadership includes a broad curriculum involving training that
incorporates business, legal, ethics, management, communications and aviation technical skills.

Lynn University, InBoca Raton, offers MBA flight management,
bachelor’s degrees in aviation management and flight training.

Palm Beach State College offersa professional pilot training
with additional focus on operations and maintenance.

Boynton Beach Community High School, part of Palm
Beach County School District, leads a program for students who
earn credit and learn flight training and other aircraft and
engineering skills. This program is a collaborative effort with
Embry-Riddle Aeronautical University.
